Our field is together, past the first round of completion, and
we are good. We’ve had a review by a POST representative
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who’s ok as long as we don’t undertake any major building
projects. So life is good.

There have been a lot of gray days lately, and I suggest that
those are great days for flying. If you need stick time, it’s a
good time because most people like sunny weather, and
competition for the flying space is low, so you can fly more
times on a gray day than on a sunny day. Check it out. Of
course, you don’t want to fly when it’s raining, but I’ve seen it
done.

Safety: be safe.

Now that the field is back up, take the time to acclimate
yourself and your equipment to the new space. Learn the area
by flying the area with caution. Practice touch and gos. The
new flight path is naturally opposite to the old path and this
new last dogleg is looking right at highway one. Be very
careful into that turn not to overshoot. DO NOT FLY OVER
HIGHWAY ONE.

Pull a frequency pen before you power up your radio. It’s a
good time to say hello to other fliers, mention your frequency,
and check theirs. Remember, some of them have very
expensive airplanes. Don’t become responsible for a costly
heap of rubbish, not to mention bad feelings.

Check your equipment. Are all the clevises working freely?
Do they have safety restraints? A short piece of fuel tubing
slipped over the closed clevis works wonders. The Sullivan
clevises have a metal clip that keeps them closed. However
you do it, don’t let an old tired clevis auger you in. Keep ‘em
tight.

Range-check your radio equipment. A battery not frequently
used is a dangerous thing. Make sure you have the range to
fly before you take off. Little airplanes get really little fast.
And there’s always Highway One to avoid.



Wear safety sun glasses.

Stay behind the moving propeller.
Don’t suck the fuel line.

“ADDICTED TO ARF’S”

Let me begin by saying I have absolutely nothing against
ARF’s. Some of the best flying planes I have crashed have
been ARF’s. In fact if it weren’t for them we would have
much less participation in our hobby. The diversity of models
available in ARF form is truly staggering. From giant scale to
micro models, from gas, glow and electric power, it’s all there.

No segment of our hobby has been unaffected by the ARF
boom.

With that said why beat our selves up by building a model be
it from scratch or plans or a kit?

In a nutshell, the feeling of satisfaction by building and
finishing a model that was built with your own hands cannot
be over emphasized. When I ask folks way they don’t try to
build a model I hear the following:

I don’t have the time or the space or the experience to build a
model and that is probably true in most cases.

So let me suggest this, there are some really nice laser cut
rubber-powered models put out by Dumas and others. The
tools needed to build these types of models is not extensive.
As a matter of fact about the only thing needed is a Xacto
knife, some sandpaper, straight pins, some glue and a small
building board. When these types of models are framed up
they look like works of art, so why bother to cover it or fly it
at all? It would make a great display model and conversation
piece.

The skills you will learn with one of these simples models can
be used to move on to bigger and more complex models.
There are some very nice laser cut kits still on the market and
it wouldn’t be a big deal to try your hand at one of them. If
you get stuck at some point, help is only a phone call away.

That’s another great thing about being in a club. There is a
wealth of knowledge and skills in our club and I think most of
us would be more than willing to share it with someone who
has a desire to advance their building skills.

So turn off that T.V. and computer and head on down to your
local hobby shop,

J&M Hobby House has a good supply of these simple kits.
Let’s support J&M as they have supported PCC for more
years than I can remember.
